School 1961

Early history to present
Clapham Primary School first
opened in February 1961, not at the
present site on Barretts Road, but in
temporary, portable rooms at
Colonel Light Gardens School. This
situation arose because the newly
built school was not ready for
occupation. The temporary rooms
were used until the last week of the
first term when approximately 170
students and staff were transferred
and allocated to rooms on the
grounds and first floors in the West
Wing of Clapham.

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The East Wing was occupied by
students and staff of Mitcham Girls
High School for several years until
their own school was built at
Kingswood. The school was
officially opened by the Minister of
Education, Sir Baden Pattison. A
little trivial fact...No hands were
allowed on the wooden railings in
case the varnish should show any
signs of wear and tear.
