Knitted, crocheted or felted, excluding beanies. 
Made from wool or yarn. 

BEANIE KIDS RECYCLED CREATIONS is 
a fabulous creation that may include natural 
fibres, fabric, timber, metal or more. Beanies of 
any size, do not have to be wearable, just create 
the illusion of wear ability. Open to all mediums 
& open for kids (U14) to enter. Free entry & 
beanies for display only. Beanies may feature 
this year’s theme ‘Beetles, Bugs & Butterflies’.
