The purpose of these guidelines is to support, meaningful, manageable and consistent
homework procedures across the school.

Responsibility
In order for the successful implementation of this policy, the responsibilities of our school
community are as follows:

e Teachers:

o Set meaningful, relevant and appropriate homework tasks that follow
homework procedures and provide valuable and timely feedback to their
students; and

o Wil assist parents to understand the content of the homework and direct
them to relevant websites for support.

o Will only set homework from Monday to Friday.

e Students:
o Complete the homework tasks assigned by their teachers to consolidate
learning.
e Parents:

o Support their children to complete homework tasks set by their teachers.
Parents are encouraged to be actively involved in their child’'s homework
and this includes, supervision, discussion, assistance and checking completed
work.

o Notify their classroom teacher if they are unsure on how to access the
homework.
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Please note that home reading is an expectation of all students and as such is not considered homework. Home

reading should include a wide variety of known and new texts and include parent reading, student reading and reading

together.
